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Loading The Molded CD Magazine

Disc positions in the molded CD magazine are identified by numbers at every other slot, with even
numbered slots labeled on one halt of the magazine, and odd numbered slots fabeled on the other half.

For example, on the even numbered hait of the magazine, slots 00, 04, and 08 are labeled, and the slots
in between — 02 and 06 - are not, as illustrated.

NOTE:

When icading the mogazine, be sure that the disc rests in the same numberad
siot in both the front and rear of the magazine.
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New Magazine Adjustment Procedure

The adjustment of the new magazine is done the same way as io the past. but the observed alignment
point has necessarily changed.

1. Place a disc in the gripper bow and. by hand, rotate the gripper bow into the magazine.

2. Just as the leading edge of the disc ia starting to enter the rear vertcal slot of the magazine (see
below), rotate the magazine back and forth (removing the backlash in both directons} and ohserve
the relationship of the disc to the magazine siot.

3. When the magazine is at the midpoint of its allowabie free play (or backlash) the slot shouid be
centered on the disc.

4. Tighten the sprag plate screws and realign the optical switch as in the past.
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
